From the Shira plateau continue trekking east towards the lava tower called "the 
sharks tooth". Shortly after the tower you come to a junction leading to the 
arrow glacier. Continue walking for about five hours to Barranco Campsite for 
overnight.

Just after midnight trek past the Stella point (5745m) on the way to the summit, 
the Uhuru peak. This part of the climb takes about 8 hours. You have now reached 
the highest point in Africa at 5895 meters!!!
